Issues raised regarding the overhanging and overgrown hedge on the footpath from Caistor Road New Barnetby to the A18. Clerk to contact Brocklesby Estates.
Concerns raised regarding the poor conditions of several areas of the footpaths on the A18. Despite the recent clearing of some footpaths by NLC, there were some areas which had been missed and were still in need of attention. Ward Cllr Sherwood to follow up.

1. Defibrillator Locations/Network Rail – request submitted to Network Rail to site a defibrillator around the area of the bridge in New Barnetby. Currently awaiting a response which hopefully would include a site visit and a decision. 
1. Anglian Water/Skegger Beck – Anglian Water attended and completed a site inspection around Skegger Beck and the sewage works. Reported that they had found no signs of human waste in the area and had expanded their search to 3 other local works with again no evidence found.
