Meeting Minutes
November 2, 2021
Nov21.1 - Attendance 
Cllr R Welch (Chair) called to order the regular meeting of Melton Ross Parish Council at 18:00 at The Church of the Ascension, Melton Ross. 
Parish Clerk Miss. B Harris conducted a roll call. The following persons were in attendance:
Cllr R. Welch (Chair), Cllr H. Maw, Cllr J. Wood, Ward Councillor: Cllr C. Sherwood. 
There were no members of the public present.
Nov21.2 - Apologies
Apologies were read out from the following: Ward Cllr N. Sherwood, Ward Cllr R. Waltham
Nov21.3 - Approval of minutes from last meeting
Minutes were approved as a true record of the meeting held on 21st September 2021.    
Proposed: Chair Cllr R Welch, seconded: Cllr Wood, Carried unanimously. Signed: Chair Cllr R Welch
Nov21.4 - Outstanding Actions
The Clerk stated she was still awaiting contact from NLC regarding Councillor vacancies. 
Nov21.5 - Finances 
Cllr Welch (Chair) read out correspondence from PKF Littlejohn dated 22nd September 2021 which stated the Parish Council had failed to submit an Annual Governance & Accountability Return (AGAR) for the year ending 31 March 2021. The Chairman stated the Internal Audit had been completed which had enabled the AGAR Part 3 to be completed. The dates for the Notice of Public Rights were proposed for Wednesday 10th November – Tuesday 21st December. 
The 2020/2021 AGAR was approved. Proposed: Cllr Wood, seconded: Cllr Maw, Carried unanimously. Signed: Chair Cllr R Welch.
Nov21.6 - Clerks Wage and Contract
The Clerk was still awaiting confirmation from ERNLLCA regarding hours and wage before a contract could be drafted. She was hopeful of an update for the next meeting.
Nov21.7 - Website
The Clerk provided 3 quotes for the initial build and the ongoing monthly/yearly maintenance of a Parish Council website. Quote 1 had an initial set-up fee of £650 and ongoing yearly maintenance fees of £175, commencing from the second year. Quote 2 had an initial set-up fee of £581.99 with monthly fees of £34.99. Quote 3 provided a free site which the Parish Council would need to build. There would be no ongoing cost but the Parish Council would need to fund the purchase of the domain name.  
The Clerk suggested the initial build would be basic and therefore could be attempted by herself using the platform form Quote 3. If unsuccessful by the time of the next meeting, an alternative organisation could be chosen.
Cllr Welch (Chair) proposed the Clerk attempted to build the website, which was seconded by Cllr Maw and passed unanimously.    
Nov21.8 - Defibrillator
Cllr Welch (Chair) stated he had spoken to the landowner on which the building known as the ‘old telecom hut’ stood who had agreed to a Defibrillator being mounted on the side of the building. There was an electricity supply which would make it an appropriate location. The Clerk stated she had been unsuccessful with discussing the siting of a defibrillator on the railway bridge in New Barnetby with Network Rail. She stated she had been passed to different departments but was awaiting both an email response and a phone call.   
The Clerk had received 2 quotes for defibrillators, the final cost however would depend on the type of equipment needed with an average cost of approximately £1315 (exc. fitting). Ward Cllr C. Sherwood stated there were options to apply for a community grant to assist with purchasing defibrillators. 
Action - Ward Cllr C. Sherwood to provide details of how to apply for a grant. 
Nov21.9 - Playground
Cllr Welch (Chair) stated that there was still interest in the development of a playground on the land where the former Village Hall was located. This would not be possible with the Parish Council budget, Ward Cllr C. Sherwood was unsure if there was still a grant available for this but would explore.
Action - Ward Cllr C. Sherwood to enquire about possible playground funding.
